2) Presenting the Gospel to every legislator, every year through weekly 

expository Bible studies, distributing Bible study notes and through personal 

appointments – the Bible being our only authority and all sufficient source 

for life and godliness. 

3) Equipping those who are believers to make other disciples for Christ. 

4) Working alongside our leaders’ local churches in partnership with his or 

her pastor, toward faith and obedience in the life of each legislator and to 

emphasize to them the importance of involvement in a strong Bible-

believing local church.
